Tournament Rules

Rules: S.P.A. Rule Book - Women’s Rules

Balls: S.P.A. approved balls will be provided - .11” ball, 47 Core /500 Comp.

Bats: All Bats must have a factory/ manufactured stamp of 1.20 BPF.

Bats will be checked prior to each game.

Illegal bats will be confiscated and held till the end of the tournament or longer.
The following bats are not approved for S.P.A. Competition: Fast Pitch Bats,
Miken | Original (Gray Bat) Titanium Bats [BPF 1.20 and No Association Stamp]

Time Limits: Pool Play: One (1) Hr. Finish that inning plus one more inning
Double Elimination: No time limit
Run Rules: 20 Runs after 4 Innings, 15 Runs after 5 Innings

Pool Play

Seeding: The Tournament Director will have the authority to place the teams in each
division based on the overall strength of team

- Offensively - Runs scored in pool play

- Defensively - Runs given up in pool play

- Run differential in pool play games

- Won - Loss record may or not be the only factor

- Win - Loss record is not always used in seeding
Double Elimination
Teams can be divided into two (2) divisions (Gold, and Silver), after pool play. This
will depend on tournament director’s decision and number of teams entered in each
division.
